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1. LATITUDE (US$15,500,000):   

 A 170’ converted German 
supply vessel built in 1973 and 
converted to an expedition 
yacht in 2003 in Brazil.  She 
accommodates 12 guests and 
15 crew and carries a 43’ 
Mares sportfisherman plus a 
25’ catamaran and two 
inflatable tenders 18’ and 15’, 
along with all the dive and 
water sports equipment you 
can think of.  She sports a 
swimming pool and Jacuzzi in 

the upper aft deck.  LATITUDE is built to take whatever weather comes her 
way.  The price was just reduced $4 million dollars, making this go-anywhere 
expedition yacht now seriously for sale and very attractive for a new owner! 
 
2. RENEGADE (US$9,950,000):  

A 140’ Lloyds motor yacht built in 
Australia in 1992 and since proven 
to be a true world cruiser.  I was 
previously the captain of this yacht 
for five years and can personally tell 
you that she is not only seaworthy, 
but also comfortable.
